A Catechism Reflection on the Holy Angels
While it is not unusual or new in our Catholic Faith to acknowledge the presence and ministry of the Holy Angels as we read about them in all of Sacred Scripture in both the Old and New testaments and as we annually celebrate their blessed memory in the liturgical calendar year of the Church, i.e., Sept 29, the Feast of Sts. Michael, Gabriel and Raphael, Archangels, and also Oct. 2, the Memorial of the Holy guardian Angels.  (In the former Roman Calendar of the Church before 1969, St. Gabriel’s feast was observed individually on March 24 and St. Raphael’s feast day on Oct. 24)  The restored translation offered for most Prefaces used at Mass is now said in substance in the following way on most occasions: “And so with Angels and Archangels, with thrones and Dominions, with all the hosts and Powers of heaven, we sing the hymn of your glory as without end we acclaim…”
