Evangelization:  





Tell someone you will pray for them or invite them to pray with you.  I remember being asked to go to Children’s Hospital in Boston one Sunday to baptize a baby who wasn’t expected to live.  The father said to me that many people had said they would pray for them, but he didn’t know what that meant.  After we discussed prayer, I baptized the baby and asked if I could pray with them.  They said they felt a sense of peace.  I maintain that they experienced the presence of God.  Jesus said “Where two or three gather in my name, there I am in the midst of them.”  This may not have happened if family and friends hadn’t said they would pray for them. If someone gives permission to pray with them, the prayer offered can be spontaneous or memorized.  Even if it is as short as 15 seconds, it sets a tone, an environment, and it makes an impact.  God’s presence is felt.
