Evangelization:  


Encourage someone you know who has a question or has had a bad experience with the Church to come and talk with someone who may be able to help them.    Lay people are more likely than priests to hear the horror stories of other lay people.  It may only take a little encouragement to have the person talk with someone who can answer the question or who can help the person work through the experience.  More than once I have apologized to people who have received bad information or who have had a difficult experience with a priest (e.g., in confession).  Such clarifications and/or apologies have gone a long way.  I recently witnessed the convalidation of the marriage of a couple who would fall into this category.
