Corpus Christi organ was installed last faII and has
undergone a settling-in period where it has been
professionally voiced to the room.
Our organ is the 3-Manual Allen Organ with APEX
Technology, with a total of 50 stops. Apex
technology is the latest in digital organs, where the
sounds of classic pipe organs are digitally sampled
and recorded, allowing us to fill Corpus Christi with
the sound of actual pipe organs. Additionally, we
have a stop list library containing sounds from pipe
organs from the German, French, English and
American pipe organ tradition. Some of these
different organ sounds will be shared during the
EvenSong service.
EvenSong is a traditional prayer service based on the
Liturgy of the Hours. Our program will feature
seasonal organ music, hymns, solos and prayers for
both the dedication of our new organ and the Third
Sunday of Advent. Refreshments will follow.

O SIGNIFICADO DA
COROA DO ADVENTO

A forma circular da Coroa do
Advento lembra-nos do amor eterno
de Deus (J03.16). Como o circulo,
ndo tem comego nem fim. Os ramos verdes, que
tradicionalmente cobrem esta coroa simbolizam a vida
eterna. As cinco velas s&o o sinal do poder de Cristo, a Luz
do Mundo. As quatro velas do Advento s&o colocadas por
entre os verdes, sendo preferencialmente de cor roxa, (e
uma rosada) que é a cor da Quadra Liturgica do Advento,
e indica “preparagdo”. A Quinta vela, maior que as outras,
€ branca - a cor da Quadra Liturgica do Natal — e se coloca
no centro. E a Vela de Cristo, que vem para estar no centro
de nossas vidas.

Em cada Domingo do Advento é acesa uma vela, e quando
as quatro velas sao acesas, precedendo a leitura do Santo
Evangelho, ha o indicativo de que o Natal esta bem
préximo. A Festa da Vida. Daquele que veio. Vem e vira
para que tenhamos vida, e vida em abundancia (J6 10.10).

Hoje o Advento acontece marcado por uma grande
agitacdo, onde o Papai Noel parece ser o personagem
central: luzes, propagandas, ofertas especiais, ceias,
presentes e muitas cores. Em meio a tanta luz as
comunidades cristds séo chamadas pela Palavra de Deus
a reavivar as esperangas, a partir de um menino pobre, da
periferia, que ndo tinha onde ficar, que surge em nosso
meio como Emanuel, - “Deus Conosco”.

Nao se trata de celebrarmos as mesmas coisas que temos
celebrado em anos anteriores, pois em cada Ano Cristdo o
ciclo litdrgico se apresenta como uma espiral, aberta, e que
a cada circulo se abre mais. Celebramos, é claro, o mesmo
mistério, mas acrescido de novas alegrias e
desapontamentos, desacertos e acertos; celebramos,
sobretudo, a renovacdo da Esperanca.

Que este pequeno rito litirgico possa ser usado em nossas
casas, - preferencialmente em cada uma das quatro
semanas que precedem o Dia do Nascimento de Jesus
Cristo (0 Natal), e nas Celebragdes da comunidade em
cada Domingo do Advento - e seja um sinal e instrumento
de unido fraterna entre todos nos.
