SOUTH RIVER FOOD BANK 

The food bank is open to South River residents 
who are experiencing a need for assistance.  
Regular distribution is from 10 am to 
noon each Wednesday and the first two 
Saturdays of the month.  An ID and current proof 
of South River residence are required.  In 
accordance with the current social distancing 
guidelines, bags are pre-packed by the food 
bank volunteers and distributed outside of the 
food bank.   While our regular distribution is 
limited to one visit per month per household, we 
are fortunate to be receiving a variety of 
perishable items from McFoods 3 to 4 days a 
week which allows us to offer our clients the 
opportunity to pick up these additional items. 
 
With an increased need for food bank services 
due to COVID-19, donations are needed now 
more than ever.  Currently our most needed 
items are:
